Wheeler and I had to leave Chima in 1919 at the time of the students'
strikes and demonstrations against the Versailles Treaty. I was in Peking, and
Mrs. Wheeler with our eleven-months-old beby was in Hangohow; we had an interesting
time meeting again in Shanghal. The grains stopped rumning and the stores closed,
and there was considerable tumult in Shanghal. 1 can sympathize, accordingly, with
some of your sensations, and those of lrs. Wilson, during these recent experiences,
although,of course, the circumstances were far more difficult and dangerous thése
past months then they were in 1919

We are giving wide publicity to the letters which Dr. Lewis Smythe is writing,
and to the appeal for funds for medical supplies end for the Hospital. Ve have
received thus far over $2,000 for these needs.

I gaw Mre. Ernest J. Swift, the Vice-President of the Red Cross, in Washing-
ton recently, and he said to tell the Wankingz Hospital group to make their appeal
direct to Mr, Johnson, as the Red Cross here was following his recommendations in
eny assigmment of funds. I wrote Dr. Chen about this, and suggested that he put
the matter up to Mr. Johnson.
